Quoddy Bay has spent considerable time in an effort to comply with this request. Through
the review of HydroCAD as a potential model for stormwater discharge, and subsequent
discussions with the model’s creators, it was determined that HydroCAD is not a tool that
can be used to model the stormwater sewer system proposed for the Quoddy Bay LNG
facility,, because HydroCAD is not designed to handle complex stormwater sewer systems.
HydroCAD requires modeling a stormwater sewer system as a series of ponds with culvert
outlets which produces non-practical results for the complex stormwater sewer system
required for the Quoddy Bay facility. As described in HyroCAD's documentation, complex
storm sewer systems need to be modeled using specialized steady-state techniques, which
HydroCAD does not support. The producers of HydroCAD recommended that storm sewer
network programs specifically designed for this purpose be used versus using HydroCAD.
Utilizing steady-state techniques, TerraModel is specifically designed to analyze complex
storm sewer networks such as the storm sewer network that is proposed for the Quoddy
Bay LNG facility. HydroCAD would be an appropriate analysis tool to be used in
conjunction with TerraModel if Quantity design requirements are required to be met.
Since the site discharges to saline Tidal waters, the site meets the requisites to be waived
from Quantity design requirements. HydroCAD will be utilized for the Worker Village
facility that is to be submitted at a later date, since the Worker Village facility is not
proposed with a complex stormwater sewer system, and the Worker Village would be
required to be designed to meet both Quality and Quantity design requirements.

The request of the DEP staff is understandable if the staff is not familiar with TerraModel,
but the use of a widely recognized model such as TerraModel for a complex system such
as proposed here should not result in a rejection of the system. Rather Quoddy Bay
believes that efforts can be made to train the DEP staff in the use of the Terra Model
including the retention, at Quoddy's expense, of an independent expert to assist the staff in
its review. Quoddy Bay proposes to meet with the DEP to discuss options to familiarize
the DEP with the TerraModel system so that the staff can analyze the proposed
stormwater system.

In addition to the information provided above, complete and partial copies of the application have
been forwarded to various agency personnel as requested in the July 5™ letter. Specifically, full
identical copies of the NRPA/SLODA applications were sent to Ken Libbey, John Hopeck, and
James Cassida on July 26, 2007. As we discussed, James Cassida also received the requested
supplemental information provided to the MDEP on July 11", 2007. Partial copies of the
NRPA/SLODA application were sent to the following review agents on July 31, 2007: Richard
Bard, Steve Timpano, Brian Swan, Denis-Marc-Nault, Lee Doggett, Norm Dube, Raquel
Goodrich, Tanya Hovell, and Carol Dibello. In addition, a copy of Section 1 and Section 5 is
included with this filing as requested.
