relationship with the owner or CEO of the company.

Develop and facilitate safety meetings and emergency drills for all employees, and other
organizations involved with the facility business. (This normally includes the USCG, and the
local fire and police departments).

Plan and implement safety-training programs for all employees, such as fire school, confined
space training, etc.

Investigate and maintain records for any and all incidents.

Report any EPA violations that occur, and arrange for immediate intervention into any
environmental hazard/incident to mitigate consequences..

Be involved in community affairs and ensure community is knowledgeable about facility
emergency plans.

Assume other duties as directed by the facility manager.
