Job Summary:  
The Shift Supervisor position is a challenging career opportunity for a responsible innovative individual. 
Normal work hours are 12 hours per day on a rotating shift schedule. The Shift Supervisor is responsible 
for the safe performance of all activities in the facility. The Shift Supervisor works with a complement of 
operators to start, stop, and operate equipment, all maintenance is approved by the on duty Shift 
Supervisor before it is performed, and the Shift Supervisor is “The person in charge” during ship off-
loading procedures.  In times of emergency the Shift Supervisor is in charge until trained professionals 
arrive on site.  The Shift Supervisor reports directly to the Operations Manager. 
 
Essential Duties and Responsibilities: 

�  Responsible for the safe reliable operation of the facility by ensuring the shift is properly manned 
by competent trained individuals, written procedures are followed for operations, emergencies & 
maintenance & safe work practices are used. 

�  Ensures facility security is maintained with adequate staffing, and vigilant monitoring of the area. 
�  The shift supervisor must maintain the morale of the crew, to enhance the teamwork within the 

crew and amongst other crews and departments. 
�  Report all problems and /or aberrations promptly to the correct persons or departments to prevent 

them from escalating into a major problem. 
�  Act as a responsible first line manager to resolve minor personnel problems, and communicate 

internal news and messages etc.  
�  Take on additional responsibilities as directed by the Operations Manager. 

 
Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities: 

�  Technical experience in mechanical systems, power plants, or steam systems desired, knowledge 
of cryogenics and aspects of the natural gas industry a plus. 

�  Have the ability to read piping and electrical schematics, and decipher technical manuals. 
�  Proficient computer skills using programs like Microsoft Office or equivalent. 
�  Possess good communication and teamwork skills. 
�  Be physically fit to perform some outside duties such as scaling ladders, operating valves and 

training for emergency duties such as firefighting and rescue procedures.

Work Environment:
